Please note as of the date of this preliminary draft, there is a possibility of a slight negative response against the lights from the immediate neighbors on S. Pollard.  However, once the education on the purpose and lighting specifics has occurred, the negatives will drastically reduce.  We can not guarantee 100% support from all local residents, but we will be able to demonstrate that there is no negative impact to the quality of life and/or real estate values to those who live on S. Pollard next to the CCA.  Pictures showing the park and the current existing street lighting will be included with the final application.  The purposed CCA park lights will not increase the amount of lighting on S. Pollard that already exists with the current street lights

V. Population Served (e.g. age group(s) served, approximate number served, etc):
Anyone in Arlington County who owns a dog is encouraged to use the dedicated Arlington CCAs.  Due to the location of the park, Ft. Barnard is used throughout the day -- it is not unusual to see owners exercising their dogs anytime you drive by the park.  

While it is great to see the park used in the early mornings and evenings when the natural lighting is available, it is critical to have park access when natural lighting is not available in the late afternoon and evening during the winter months.  
Currently, the county does not allow use the use of CCA 30 minutes after sunset.  However, the majority of the working population in the community does not arrive home from work until after dark during daylight savings time and winter months, so it is important to provide responsible dog owners a dedicated place to use that is safe for the dogs and their owners.


 

Dogs that are exercised and socialized in dog parks on a regular basis become properly socialized and are less likely to be aggressive.  It is the other unsocialized and aggressive dogs who bite and cause neighborhood disturbances.  Also, dogs who are not exercised on a regular basis will bark out of boredom causing friction between neighbors.   

Whenever a person and especially a child is attacked by a dog, responsible dog owners feel the pain and understand the negative stigma which can be associated with dogs.   Regular dog park users provide education outreach and a community service to new dog owners by passing on valuable education/tips/information.  This causal network creates community cohesiveness.    
In conclusion, CCA availability all year long is very important and the reason why the lighting project for Ft. Barnard is overwhelmingly supported.

The purpose of the project is to provide low-cost, efficient lighting inside Ft. Barnard CCA.  Howard Hudgins from Arlington County will provide the specifics.

Install lighting at the CCA to enable dog owners to exercise their dogs in winter months when natural lighting is not available due to the shorter daylight hours and daylight savings time.
